13 competitors entered the choppy sea for the 750m swim. Commonwealth swimmer Halksworth took an early lead and exited the water first just over a minute ahead of Tom Perchard and Steve Price. Perchard pushed hard on the bike to record the fastest bike split of the day in an effort to catch Halksworth, with Price not far behind and all three breaking the 30 mins for the 20km hilly course in very windy conditions. But Halksworth kept his lead on the run and with an impressive run split won the race by just over a minute from Perchard. Steve Price held for third from a fast running Paul Tanguy. The top 4 all breaking the hour.

In the ladies race Tracey Huish established an early lead in the swim and then increased her lead with a fast bike split on her borrowed bicycle. With a steady run she beat her nearest rival by nearly 5 minutes. Marie-Amelie Serre had a good run to take second and Iron girl Louise Meyer was third.
